“This is an exciting day for us as we were able to get XX students outside to learn first-hand about their natural environment,” said XXXX, director of XXX organization. “As most parents can tell you, it’s getting harder to get kids outside to experience and learn about nature. We have to find new ways to encourage that and, in the process, teach our young people about the environment.”


Highlighting the need for increased environmental education, one national study found that children today spend an average of six hours each day in front of the computer and television, but less than four minutes a day in unstructured outdoor play. Another study found that young people could identify 1,000 corporate logos but fewer than 10 plants or animals native to their back yards.

“Environmental education should be a part of all students’ curriculum,” said XXX. “Kids need a solid understanding of their world and the stark challenges it faces. And we know from experience how much fun kids have when they learn about the world around them. It’s hands-on learning and there’s nothing better when it comes to engaging students.”


A key goal of the No Child Left Inside Coalition is passage of the No Child Left Inside Act in Congress, which would significantly increase funding and support for environmental education in our public schools. The bill has support from organizations representing more than 15 million people as well as bipartisan support in Congress. It would provide funding for teacher training, program development and the creation of state environmental literacy plans.
